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MAIN RESPONSIBILITIES

Teaching Music Lessons

« 1-2days per week during term times

« Teach a total of 30 40-minute lessons to each pupil during each academic year

« Teach all ages of pupils

« Teach all abilities - from beginners to those working towards Grade 8 and beyond

« Work with those who want to prepare for exams, and also those who wish to learn for
their own satisfaction rather than attaining a grade (whilst still ensuring progress is
made)

« Cover theory work as appropriate

« Support work of Music Department in preparing pupils for concerts and other
performances (e.g GCSE and A level performances)

Reporting and organisation

« Provide parents with reports twice a year

« Keep an accurate record of pupil attendance at lessons

« Produce a timetable of lessons for the year

« Enter pupils for music examinations when appropriate (either in school, if a visit is
taking place, or privately)

Training

« Attend annual safeguarding training refresher training
« Attend other training as necessary
